
 
 

Do I need to get a new photo OPUS card? 
How to find out: 

First, check your OPUS card’s expiry date before ordering a new one. For students 
under 16, the renewal period may vary. If your card expires on or before October 31, you 
can get a new card now. 

Next, determine whether you meet the following criteria: 
 

• Full-time student • Quebec mailing address 

• Student file with associated photo • Under 65 years old 

 
When can I order my new card? 

You can order your card starting on August 1 or as soon as your school gives you 
access via your student portal. 

 
How do I order my new card? 

It’s much easier online! You don’t have to go anywhere and can receive your card by 
mail. 

Your school is there to make the process easier, so make the most of it! Log into your 
portal and follow the steps. 

What photo will be on my card? 
Your reduced-fare photo OPUS card will have the same photo as your student file. 

 
When will my card arrive? 
Once your order is submitted, your OPUS card will be mailed to your home within seven 
business days. 

 
How much does it cost? 

 
• Ages 6–11: $6 • Ages 12 and up: $15 

Payment is accepted by VISA or MasterCard (including international credit cards).
